WORK SESSICN

1. Quality Assurance Language in Public Contracts

Mayor Brown opened the discussion on how the Township could
secure quality, cost effective, work performed by gqualified
contractors on future projects. A brief discussion ensued on how
this practice could benefit the Township.

Brian Kamp of 88 Lakeside Drive, Marlton, New Jersey approached
the dais and explained to Council the Dbenefits of securing
quality assurance in public contracts.

Discussion continued on Local Public Contracts Law and the
legality of including additional language in the Towngship’s
contracts to cover quality assurance.

Councilman Zeuli stated that there are provisions in the
proposed quality assurance language that should be considered.

Councilman DiEnna stated that it is Dbeneficial te have
flexibility in hiring qualified contractors and he would like to
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pursue the addition of the proposeﬁ language with the guidance
of the Township Solicitor.

Deputy Mayor Hackman stated that in order to protect the
Township’s interest, the addition of this language is worthwhile
to pursue. :

Township Solicitor Gillespie begaﬂ the discussion and stated
that provided Ordinance 31-12-2013 is adopted, a Resolution can
also be adopted to authorize the sale of certain real property;

Solicitor Gillespie reviewed these items with Council. There
was Council consensus to hold a live auction and to set the
minimum bkid at $2,000,000. Other items such as the time line

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Public Comment

Charles Petrone of 325 New Albany Road, Moorestown, New Jersey,
representing Boyle Trucking Company, apprcached the dais and
stated that his clients object to this Ordinance. Hisg clients’
business is directly across from this parcel of land and they
feel that if this property is rezoned for residential use, it
most likely will initiate noise and nuisance complaints from
potential residents. Mr. Petrone introduced a professional
planner to Council, who has reviewed the rezoning of this
property.

Barbara Allen-Wooley-Dillon of RWD Consultants, formerly ABR

Consultants at 2 Aquarium Drive, Suite 320, Camden, New Jersey

was sworn in by Solicitor Gillespie and testified that upon
reviewing the Township Master Plan and the re-examination
reports, she has determined that this rezoning may Dbe
inconsistent with the Master Plan. Solicitor Gillespie posed
questions to Mr. Petrone and Ms. Allen-Wooley-Dillion and
discussion ensued over the legality of rezoning of this
property. Ms. Allen-Wooley-Dillion stated that economics should
not be driving planning and zoning changes and this should be
considered prior to adopting this Ordinance.

Council Comments

Mayor Brown thanked Mr. and Mrs. Boyle for being business owners
in Marlton; however, he also stated that elected cfficials have
an additional responsibility to the taxpayers to ensure that
budgetary needs are met and the sale of this property will bring
gignificant revenue to meet the needs of the Township.

Deputy Mayor Hackman stated that although vacant for years, this
property has recently become of interest to developers and she
feels the Township is moving in the right direction.

Mr. Petrone delivered a closing statement and in summary stated
that the rezoning of this property opposes the purpose of an
Industrial Park Zone.
